ment Service has ever seen, primarily due to defense activities. 

Interviewing by company representatives began in December, 

1940, for positions for  those men who were to receive degrees 

in 1941, and continued through June, with several departments 

reporting nearly 100 per cent placement well before the middle 

of June. 

T h e  acompanying tables show first, the placement of men 

receiving degrees from 1936 through 1941 by departments, 
and second, the requests and placements handled by the Place- 

ment  Service for full-time positions during the year ended 

July 1, 1941. W i t h  regard to the latter, requests were received 
during the year for men to fill 399 full-time positions, some 

of the  requests being for several men. Seventy-two of these 
positions were filled by applicants to the Placement Service. 

Because of the increased number of applications filed by those 
who wished to better their positions, more men could be referred 

to  these openings. 

T h e  present national situation is reflected in the small number 
of men who were unemployed during the past year. O n  

July 1, only 13 men were registered as unemployed. Five of 

these had not received degrees, and seven of the remaining 
eight had received degrees in electrical engineering and physics. 

As of July 1, the  Placement Service had 77 applications in the
